Rules and Regulations for Visitors Addressing Borough Council


All persons attending the council meeting must register by signing the attendance sheet.

Any person wishing to address Council must so indicate on the attendance sheet.  All persons addressing Council shall first be recognized by the presiding Officer before speaking.

Please state your name and address clearly before speaking.  Groups wishing to address Council shall designate a spokesperson to make the presentation.  The spokesperson shall be responsible for maintaining order of the group.

Individuals/groups will be permitted to address the Council only once for a limit of five (5) minutes in any given subject under public discussion.  Council may grant more time, if it deems necessary.

Public discussion is the only opportunity during the meeting for public comment.
The maximum total time allotted to public discussion will be one (1) hour.

The purpose of discussion shall be for the public to have input on any agenda item.  Public discussion is not intended to be a debate: but rather it is intended to be an orderly presentation of opinion, information and fact to help Council in it deliberations of various issues.  The presiding Officer may rule as out of order, any question that is not appropriate to the intent of these rules of procedure.

If a member of Council wishes to ask questions of the speaker, it shall be done at the end of the speaker's comments.

The Council shall take no action nor vote during public discussion.
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
